A good number of articles published  
in the conferences, symposia, workshops etc. go unnoticed as they are not properly organized and 
hence not accessible.

DSpace is the ideal software for different types of libraries and commercial organizations building 
open digital repositories. It is free and easy to install and completely customizable to fit the needs of  
any type of libraries or organizations and enables open sharing of content without geographical 
barriers. DSpace preserves and enables easy and open access to all types of digital content including  
text, images, moving images, mpegs and data sets. Wider user communities and online support from 
different corners of the world makes it a popular software for building up digital repositories.

Aims and Objectives of the Workshop

This  workshop  is  intended  to  equip  participants  with  skills  for  developing  their  own  digital  
libraries/institutional  repositories.  There  will  be  lectures  as  well  as  intensive  hands-on  training 
sessions by experts in the field. Thus it will provide both theoretical base and practical skill to the  
participants.

Objectives of the workshop are as follows

• To provide background knowledge of the digital library and its related concepts

• Introduce the digital libraries projects done world wide

• General introduction to Linux and Digital Library software with detailed study on DSpace

• To provide hands-on experience in using DSpace software

• To make the participant able to start a Digital Library/Institution Repository using DSpace
